“Grand Cru”

My new son-in-law is always trying to get me to thi nk "fine wine" when it
comes to our weekly Sunday dinner.  I guess the vin tages at Kroger are not
all in the "fine" category.  According to Chad, the y may not even be in the
"wine" category either.  I guess five bucks a bottl e does not offer the "best of
the best" in the vineyard family.  And Chad has eve n helped me along this
remedial path by actually buying better wines . . .  but then I could always
use help, in everything.

What about you?  Let's just stick with wine.  When you think of fine wine
(that is, if you think of wine at all) your mind an d palate might wander to a
particular region of France.  The French have a lon g history of vintage
winemaking and have provided the names for most of the well-known
varieties of vino.

Champagne, Bordeaux, Chardonnay, Burgundy, just to name a few, are
all regions that give monikers to certain types of French wine that, in order
to be authentic, must have originated in that regio n.  The stuff that
ballplayers spray on each other after the World Ser ies, for example, might be
called champagne, but if the bottle indicates it ca me from anywhere other
than a specific region in France, it's just "sparkl ing wine."

But while the French may seem to be quintessential wine snobs, more
adventurous winemakers have lately been 'branching'  out, so to speak.
Leaving behind the conservative and highly regulate d regions of their
homeland, some French winemakers have moved to Amer ica's more free-
wheeling wine country around Napa, California, beca use, as Philip Melka
puts it, "Here you not only have a lot more options , but there is an
excitement about trying new things."

Nicolas Morlet, who descends from the long line of champagne producers,
agrees: "It is completely different here.  We have the freedom to fully realize
our passion, to push our limits with every vintage.   We aren't working under
a classification made in 1855 or a constitution of grand cru  (French for "great
growth").

Still, as Chad has shared with me, some things are inviolate about
winemaking.  One solid principle that applies to bo th Old World and New

World wine is that that wine is always a reflection  of that particular
vineyard.  If you want to pick a good wine, in othe r words, you have to know
the source.

Jesus obviously knew a little about wine himself si nce we often see him
at parties in the gospels,  and since he knew exact ly the kind of wine that
would blow the minds of the guests at the Cana wedd ing feast  (John 2:1-12).
So it shouldn't be a big surprise that he used the metaphor of a vineyard to
describe his relationship to his disciples.  Jesus knew that the best way to tell
what kind of product you were getting would be to l ook at the label and see
from where in the world it came.  In this case, the  source isn't a place but a
person -- Jesus himself.

JESUS IS THE VINE.  Jesus begins by saying that he is the "true vine,"
the source of growth and fruit-bearing, in a vineya rd that is tended by the
"Father."

GOD IS THE WINEMAKER.  The creator God is thus the real
winemaker, the one who tends the vineyard and assur es its quality.

THE VINEYARD HAS A HISTORY.  Turns out, too, that t his vineyard
has a long and storied history.  The metaphor of th e vineyard is used several
times in the Old Testament to describe God's relati onship with Israel.  In
Isaiah 5:1-7, for example, God plants and tends vin eyard but it yields "wild
grapes" or inferior fruit -- a metaphor for the apo stasy of Israel and Judah.

The same vineyard imagery is used in Jeremiah 2:21,  Ezekial 19:10-14,
and Hosea 10:1.  In each of these cases, however, I srael is the "vine" and the
ultimate source of poor "fruit."  In the Old Testam ent, "fruitfulness" was
another way of saying "faithfulness," thus a lack o f good fruit meant that
God's people had failed to be the true, nourishing vine that would bolster
God's reputation in the world as the ultimate fine winemaker.

That being the case, it was the winemaker's job to do some pruning and
replacing, which is what the prophets saw the exile  being all about.  Later,
God would  replant the vineyard with a new stock an d the new vine, the
"true vine" would be Jesus himself who embodied the  new Israel.

THE BRANCHES ARE THE FOCUS.   But, while the vine i s the source
for good fruit, there's a vital link between the vi ne and its fruit.  The
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"branches" are thus the focus of Jesus' teaching wi th his disciples.  "I am the
vine," says Jesus to his followers, "you are the br anches" (John 15:5).  Notice
that the disciples of Jesus aren't the "fruit," the  end product, but the 'conduit'
for the vine's nourishment.  The quality of the fru it thus depends on the
branches' connectedness to the vine itself.  What J esus is describing here is
the necessary interrelationship between himself and  his disciples -- a
relationship characterized by mutuality and indwelli ng, but one that is also
focused on bearing grand cru (great growth) for the whole world.

Look closely at a grapevine, though, and one of the  first things you notice
about its branches is that it's very difficult to t ell them apart individually.
All the branches twist and curl around one another to the point that you
can't tell where one starts and another stops.  Jes us' use of branch imagery is
thus a way of expressing that it is not the achieve ment of an individual
branch or its status that matters.

The quality of branches and fruit depends solely on  the quality of their
connectedness to the vine.  When it comes to discip leship, each "branch" or
individual gives up his or her desire for individua l achievement in order  to
become one of many encircling branches -- a communi ty that is rooted and
nurtured by Christ and points to his reputation and  quality, not their own.

With that understanding of branches in mind, there are a couple of
things that us branches here at Bethany must rememb er in order to stay
effectively and fruitfully connected to Jesus.  Fir st, we have to remember
that branches are fruit-bearing, not fruit-making.  "Just as the branch
cannot bear fruit unless it abides in the vine, nei ther can you unless you
abide me....those who abide in me and I in them bea r much fruit, because
apart from me you can do nothing" (John 15:4-5.)

We have heard these words of Jesus many times, but we also hear the
call of the culture of workaholism, achievement and  success that can lure
disciples of Christ into thinking that we can be fr uitful as a result of our own
efforts, or adapting new governments, or finding ne w "magic-bullet church
growth programs" or whatever.  This even includes p astors who have build
large churches and famous reputations only to crash  and burn as a result of
moral failure which is frequently the result of a f ailure to stay intimately
connected to Jesus.

When a branch gets the idea that it can make fruit,  make wine, on its
own, it dries up, withers and is no longer useful ( vs 6).  The mission of a
branch isn't to look good or to call attention to i tself, but to give all the glory
to God, the one whose name is on the label (vs 8).   Second, the "fruit" that we
are to bear, like the grapes of a fine winery, is f ull of many textures and

flavors.  Paul outlines some of these in Galatians 5:22-23 when he talks
about the "fruit of the spirit."  As branches, conn ected to and 'abiding in" the
source of God's love and grace (vs. 4), we are conduits, not the end product.
God's grace and love always comes to us on their wa y to someone else,
someone who will be able to "taste and see that the  Lord is good" (Psalm 34:8)
because we have been faithful branches.

God wants spiritual fruit, not religious nuts!

Think about this.  On July 20, 1969, on the day of the first moon landing,
the very first liquid ever poured on the moon was t he "blood of Jesus" in the
communion elements Buzz Aldrin brought with him from his church.  As
Chad reminds me, and now me to you, great wine is t he reflection of a
particular vineyard, be it from an Old World tradit ion or an eclectic New
World experiment.  God wants to tend a fine vineyar d  here at Bethany, the
one that takes the ultimate prize for  grand cru.

May we, as disciples of Jesus, the true vine, embra ce our role as branches
-- channels for God's grace by Jesus' death on the cross, so that when the
world samples the fine vintage of Bethany's love,   they will want to know the
Winemaker!
